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As the first major hypertext author, Michael Joyce, and his work, <i>afternoon, a story </i>, are at the center of the very conception of a new cannon, a cannon of hypertext fiction.  With the advent of this new genre, comes a reallocation of power.  The traditional roles of author, reader, and character are reinvented, as are the established notions of genre, plot, and narrative.  Being as this was the first “real” hypertext fiction that I have read, the real agency for the hypertext author to present a “multi-vocal,” many layered story became readily apparent.
