Categories:

1. 2D/Flash Animation
2D or classical animation is a simulation of movement created by displaying a series of hand drawn pictures, or frames. Cartoon is an example. Flash animation is 2D animation created with the computer software called Macromedia Flash.


2. 3D Animation
This is computer animation using software like 3D Studio Max.


3. Claymation
Claymation is the animation of objects created from clay.

4. Cutout Animation
Animation created by moving objects cut out from paper.

5. Mix Media
This is animation with a combination of different media, e.g. Cutout and Claymation.

Participants may submit more than one entry in any categories as an individual or a team (not more than 8 students per team). However please submit a separate entry form for each entry.
